Our School Year Program takes place Saturdays from 9:00am-11:00am. All sessions will take place at Walnut Hills High

School. We encourage students to make an eight-week commitment to attend every Saturday for the first semester.

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Enrichment Lessons

Each week, an academic lesson will be taught by Breakthrough teachers in math, writing, or Latin. Students will take the
same class every week for the eight-week session. We encourage students to enroll in the class in which they need the
most support or assistance. Due to limited availability, enrollment in the Latin class will be reserved for students
currently taking Latin at Walnut Hills High School.

Tutoring

Students will engage in tutoring sessions during the second half of our Saturday sessions. Every student MUST bring
school work with them. If students do not have any assigned homework, they must bring notebooks or textbooks so
that the tutors can see what they are working on in their regular classes. Tutoring is most effective if tutors have
material to cover with students.

Attendance: lliness or Absence

Attendance for our School Year Program is not mandatory. However, we encourage all of our students to make an eight

week commitment the first semester. Once a student signs up for the eight week semester, they must be in attendance

every week. Teachers write lesson plans that account for each student being in class every week. It is imperative that

Transportation

Unfortunately, we are unable to provide transportation services to our students attending the School Year Program. Our
School Year Program is located closer to the city to hopefully assist with transportation options. Walnut Hills High
School is located two blocks down from the Metro bus line on Montgomery Road and off the Dana Road exit from Hwy
71.

We also offer a S5 gas card to families who carpool with at least one other Breakthrough student (sorry-siblings in the
program do not count). Families can take advantage of this incentive for each weekly session. This incentive is on the
honor system. In order to receive your gas card, simply complete the enclosed yellow transportation form and have
your child bring it to us within two weeks after the session that you drove. Your child will then be sent home with a gas
card.
